Rationale For OHDNR Order

ÅHC DPOA may not be available when needed

ÅHC DPOA may not have prompted needed 
discussion & may not be specific enough
ïNo provision for treatment in the NH or home

ïMay not cover topics of most immediate need

ÅHC DPOA may be overridden by MD/DO or Family

ÅHC DPOA not automatically an MD/DO order
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Why OHDNR Order Works?

ÅBy law MUST accompany patient

ÅContains specifics

ÅIt ISǇƘȅǎƛŎƛŀƴΩǎ ƻǊŘŜǊ

ïNo interpretation is needed

ïOHDNR orders are to be followed

ÅPersonal identifier authorized

ïBracelet, necklace, card

ÅUniform response if breathing or heart stops
